Vocabulary Development:

1. Comprehension: “Talk about the picture” activities
1. Vocabulary Building: Progressive introduction of new words
Scaffolding Strategy:
· Modeling: Teacher demonstrates letter sounds and reading
· Guided Practice: Shared reading with support
· Independent Practice: Individual reading of decodable texts
· Assessment: Continuous monitoring through oral reading
